Teams may have an unlimited
roster with unlimited subs.

WOMENS OVER 30

There is one group of 6 teams in the division.

The winners will be the team with the highest points after the round robin play. In the event of a tie
we will follow the tie breaking rules set up. Each team may have a maximum of 2 players in their 29t
year. Teams may have an unlimited roster with unlimited subs. NO SLIDE TACKLING ALLOWED.

WOMENS OVER 30 RECREATION

There is one group of 10 teams in the division.

The winners will be the team with the highest points after the round robin play. In the event of a tie
we will follow the tie breaking rules set up. No players under the age of 30 allowed to play in this
division. Teams may have an unlimited roster with unlimited subs. NO SLIDE TACKLING ALLOWED
